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[Worldwide Fukuoka Kenjinkai Convention] --- Overseas Fukuoka Kenjinkai from around the world gather together every
three years since 1992, holding a convention alternately in North America, South America, and the home prefecture Fukuoka.
The purpose is to share information about Kenjinkai activities and strengthen ties with Fukuoka.
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The 12th Worldwide Fukuoka Kenjinkai Convention was held in Fukuoka Prefecture for the first time in six years
over four days from November 5 to 8.

Approximately 370 individuals participated from 27 Kenjinkai across 20 countries and regions including North
America, Central and South America, Asia, and Europe. Including domestic participants, a total of approximately 600
individuals deepened their bonds through mutual exchange.

To increase interest in this event among the younger generation and foster future leaders for the Kenjinkai, a “Youth
Exchange Meeting” was held. The “Hometown Visit (to four regions within the prefecture)” provided a valuable
opportunity for members of the Kenjinkai to rediscover the charm of their ancestral hometowns. Additionally, we held
“Business Seminars”, a “Business Exchange Meeting” and the “Kenjinkai Fair”, attracting many residents of the
prefecture. These events provided opportunities to build business networks with our prefecture and to raise
awareness of overseas Kenjinkai.

The next 13th Worldwide Fukuoka Kenjinkai Convention is scheduled to be held in Hawaii in 2028.
